This is
especially critical as federal and state funds have been cut.

The Aid & Comfort Celebrity Chef Dinner will happen before the larger party with a gourmet dinner prepared by Chefs
Martin Rios from Restaurant Martin, Joseph Wrede from the Palace Restaurant, Kim Mueller from Real Food Nation, and
Eric Hall from La Posada.
